Induction Task – Year One / Two
Getting to know …
Purpose:

· To continue to build peer support and getting to know each other

· To enable participants to become familiar with environment

· To enable participants to relate a practical task to their own learning while developing understanding of a new theory

Learning outcomes:

By the end of this task, students will be able to:

· Find their way around the building/grounds and locate essential health & safety equipment through a practical group exercise

· Discuss how they can enable their own students to be aware of health & safety issues

· Understand the Kolb cycle of learning and how it relates to their practical experience.

Resources needed:

· “Getting to know ….” Discovery task handout (see sample attached)

· Handout on Kolb’s learning cycle

Task:

Part 1: Discovery task

Students put into small groups of 2/3 – mixing internal and external candidates, and working with students they have not talked to very much yet.

Discovery task handout “Getting to know ….” given to each student, and groups given time to go off and find the answers themselves.

Part 2:  Feedback

Go through answers as whole group

Part 3:  Discussion

In groups of 4, discuss:

· Why did they think task was done like this rather than just being told where everything was?

· What were advantages/disadvantages of such an approach?

· How do they get such information across to their students?

· How well does it work?

· What changes could they make to make it more effective?

Followed by feedback as whole group.

Part 4:  Kolb’s learning cycle

Tutor input (using PowerPoint or OHT or board with handout for students) on Kolb’s learning cycle, showing how the exercise they have just completed relates to the different stages of the cycle.

In pairs:

Identify one task they do with their students which uses Kolb’s cycle.  (If they don’t do anything like that, how could they incorporate it in their teaching?)

GETTING TO KNOW SOUTH HILL PARK

6. Where and when can you get hot or cold drinks and food of any sort on site – during the daytime?  - during the evening?

7. Where are the nearest toilets to this room?

8. Where is the Learning Resources Centre and when is it open?

9. How do you join the Learning Resources Centre – make sure you pick up the necessary forms and information.

10. List six relevant sources for this course which can be found in the LRC

11. If you feel you have a student who needs any of these, how can they get it?
