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LL1103 / 02 - Teaching Methods

Purpose:

· Enable students to identify a range of teaching methods they can select from

· Enable students to identify strengths and weaknesses of particular teaching methods

· Develop “teaching skills” in transmitting information in limited time

· Develop peer support

Learning outcomes:

By the end of this task, students will be able to:

· List at least 10 teaching methods

· Identify the advantages and disadvantages of 6 different teaching methods

Resources needed:

· Flipchart sheets

· Task handouts (examples attached)

· As needed by students for part 2 (e.g. OHTs, flipchart, board etc)

Task:

Part 1: Wordstorm

Wordstorm as many teaching methods as they can think of, producing list on board

Part 2:  Group task

Each group given separate list of teaching methods:

· Identify advantages and disadvantages of each method through group discussion

· Plan how to share information with other student groups so that they can complete a blank proforma (their choice as to how to do this) 

· Deliver as a group the information to the rest of the group (10 minutes maximum)

Discussion

· What were the strengths/weaknesses of each way information transmitted? (eg pace, tone, visual stimulus etc)

· Which made it easiest to complete notes, which made it hardest – and why?

· What have they learned about how they can deliver information to their students in a way which is accessible and allows them to complete appropriate notes?
