How is the data gained?

How is the data used?

Part 2:  Plenary discussion

Take key points on board in general feedback.

Part 3:  Wordstorm

List of all different informal evaluation strategies (eg post-its, happiness sheets, evaluation wheels, peer group stations round the room, field of words, bricks, simple questionnaires such as The Most Unclear Point, The Just a Minute Paper, How do you feel about …, Likes and Dislikes etc etc.
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
