Feedback Activity 2:  Paper aeroplanes
Purpose:  To enable trainees to experience the advantages of giving feedback
Objectives: 

1. Identify the difference in the learning experience for learners when they receive feedback/no feedback
Resources:
· Paper (for making paper aeroplanes)
Activity:

1.  Trainee activity
· Ask who cannot make paper aeroplanes, select 2 and send them outside.
· Ask who is good at making aeroplanes, and choose 2.

· Brief one to just issue instructions and give no feedback to their “student”

· Brief the other to give plenty of positive feedback, praise and support

· Bring in the “students” one at a time, and compare how well they get on.

2.  Plenary discussion

· How did the “students” feel about their learning experience?

· What impact did it have on their learning?

· How can they relate this experience to their own teaching?
