Assessment schemes
Purpose:  To enable trainees to gain an understanding of how to plan an assessment scheme
Objectives: 

1. Discuss and evaluate their own assessment scheme against the requirements for the assignment
2. Discuss how LLN / Key skills / SfL can be assessed within their assessment scheme

3. Discuss how to record and track assessment to record learner progress
Preparation:
· Trainees need to bring their assessment schemes and copies of their tracking documents.
· They will also need the course handbook for the assignment brief (p.35)

· Useful for trainer to bring examples of assessment schemes and tracking documents to share with group

Activity:

1.  Pairs activity/plenary (it may be useful for pairs to work in similar specialist areas)

· Define some key concepts in assessment:  fairness, validity, reliability, sufficiency etc. (using books/internet as necessary)

· Share definitions on board and ensure everyone is clear as to their meanings.

2.  Pairs activity
Share and discuss their assessment schemes and compare against the assignment brief:

· What are the external and/or internal assessment requirements and how does it meet these?

· Does it show how the learners will be assessed and how they will be given feedback?    How can it be improved?
· What new assessment activities have been/could be included as a result of studying this module?

· How will they be assessing LLN / Key Skills / SfL?

· How does their assessment scheme demonstrate that assessment will be fair, valid, reliable, sufficient, appropriate?  How does their assessment scheme plan to support diversity and promote achievement?
· How useful are their tracking documents?  How do they meet the requirements of organisation/awarding bodies?  How could these be developed and improved?

Note:  this is a peer support session where the trainees use each other to help extend their understanding and thus develop and improve their assessment schemes in preparation for Assignment Task 1202.2.  They should therefore be encouraged to give constructive feedback to each other.
