Activity 3:  Specialist Area Case Study
Purpose:

· Enable the trainees to review their progress
Learning outcomes:

By the end of this task, students will be able to:

· Review their progress against this task
· Share their findings so far with their peers

· Identify any problems they have faced

Resources needed:

· Course Handbook (p.40-42)
Task:

1. Small group discussion (specialist area groups)
· Review and share progress so far
· Share any findings about sources of content/resources, key current issues, relevant Sector Skills Councils/other organisations, LLN support etc.

· Discuss what problems they have faced so far and identify any problems that have not been overcome
· Discuss the challenges they perceive in the case study situation, and how they impact on their teaching and their learners.

2. Individual task

· Create small action plan identifying what still needs to be done with dated deadlines to ensure completion on time.
Tutor to circulate constantly, giving advice and guidance as needed to keep them focused.

Tutor to encourage group to form mini-peer support group, exchange emails etc, to share ideas and information as it becomes available.

Tutor to encourage trainees to contact mentors regularly to gain their help and support.
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
