Note:  Since each partner college is delivering year 2 in a slightly different way, no dates have been given for this outline programme.  As well as setting your own dates, you will also need to set an appropriate date for the completion of the Project Proposal.
Please note that changes have been made relating to the assessment of the proposal.  When it is submitted for the first time, it is marked as Agreed or Not Yet Agreed, and work cannot start on it until it has been Agreed.  The proposal is then formally submitted together with the project for the due deadline at the end of the academic year, and at this stage it will be summatively assessed along with the project.
Module is planned to cover four weeks.  These can be run in different ways:  consecutively;  first two weeks and then a gap before the second two weeks;  split into part sessions to be included as part of sessions which focus on other modules.
