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Lifelong Learning Initial Teacher Training
Support for Partner Colleges

Support is being allocated to each partner college for three key purposes:

1. To assist with curriculum and programme development towards the new Qualified Teacher (Learning and Skills (QTLS) award.

2. To enhance quality assurance of the University award.
3. To assist with and monitor preparations for OfSTED inspection. 

School of Development Field Affiliates will be allocated to each FE college, and they will make arrangements directly with the teacher training team and a nominated management representative relating to the exact nature of their contribution.

The Field Affiliates will develop their brief over time with their partner colleges and the award leader at BSU, but it is anticipated their activities will include:

· Observation of teaching sessions

· Observation of teaching practice observations

· Being present at student seminar presentations

· Supporting the introduction of the Minimum Core of Language, Literacy and Numeracy 

· Agreeing and writing reports on centres including SWOT analyses and action plans. (Copies will be retained by the college and the University.)

Affiliates will be expected to be fully up to date on any relevant developments in QTLS, OfSTED etc., and to be able to advise and support partner colleges.

The overall focus will be supportive, responsive, and in the spirit of peer review, and the results of the support will be used to help all partners develop and improve provision overall.
