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Learning Activity

Reflecting on … Reflective speaking
Story telling activity
Purpose:

· To reflect on practice by speaking
Learning outcomes:

By the end of this activity, participants will be able to:

· Develop their capacity to reflect on their own teaching or the teaching of others
· Record those reflections and share them with others

· Identify strengths in their teaching and areas for development

· Act on the learning gained from this reflection
Resources needed:

· Examples of reflective speaking in various forms (e.g. radio story / audio file / video etc) as stimuli
Activity:

Part 1 – Preparing a ‘teaching story’
· Ask participants to prepare a story about a selected incident of teaching (either their own or of others provided)
· This can be done individually or in pairs / small groups.

· Prepare to describe the activity / incident by telling a story (different types of audiences can be chosen and the story prepared for them – eg children; elderly people; managers; politicians) which you are going to speak to others.

· Variation can be introduced by telling someone else’s story for them.

Part 2 – Giving the commentary
· Individuals / groups give their commentary to others
· Feedback / discussion takes place and includes discussion about the process, the delivery, the content, and what development / learning points emerge

NOTE: STORYTELLERS CAN USE OTHER ITEMS / MEDIA TO SUPPORT THE STORY TELLING, BUT THEY SHOULD BE USED IN SUPPORT ONLY.
IF PARTICIPANTS ARE SHY THEY CAN PRE-RECORD AND REPLAY THE STORY.
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
