
	IPSATIVE


	Using a simple questionnaire, your students reflect on how far they have progressed over the last term.

	SUMMATIVE


	Your students perform a timed exam to ascertain their understanding of a recently completed unit of coursework.

	FORMATIVE


	You assess your students regularly in class and build an overall picture of their behaviour, effort and achievements.

	INFORMAL


	You observe your students during a practical group task and make a mental note of their teamwork skills.

	FORMAL


	You tell your students that you will be monitoring and recording their efforts and achievements in a group task this lesson.

	CRITERION REFERENCED


	Students are assessed on their knowledge of health and safety in the workplace. This is a Pass or Fail assessment. 

	NORM REFERENCED


	You need to change the pass mark since all your students achieve top marks in a final exam (there are not enough places on the higher course). 

	SUBJECTIVE


	Students are asked to write about their views on Health & Safety in the classroom.


	OBJECTIVE


	Students are assessed on Health & Safety. You are looking for one correct answer to verbal questions on the use of fire extinguishers.

	INTERNAL 


	A colleague from another department has arranged to visit, read through your students’ folders and discuss their marks.

	EXTERNAL


	A teacher from another college has arranged to visit, read through your students’ folders and discuss their marks.
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
