Comments:

The assignment demonstrates a strong capacity to reflect in depth on what have clearly been a significant series of changes in your teaching situation. You make use of some useful sources to support your analysis, and consider the degree to which internal and external factors have impacted on the changes. There is some powerful consideration of how different at times the priorities of a teacher can appear to be to those of their organisation and external organisations, and that has clearly given you both food for thought, and a good deal of frustration. 

Overall you have provided a useful analysis of changes, suggested and implemented some strategies which appear to have provided benefits for your students in terms of learning and achievement, and justified these changes well in the context of supporting literature. There are recommendations which would benefit teachers and their students if implemented.
